Today, there is a need to move t@vardre sustainable tourism transforming the
competitive landscape of firms towards more suosatzlity. In that sense it is necessary to take int

account the demands of tourists questioning thevagice of traditional tourism policies and to face
environmental issues.

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of the natural economic environment, and culturali®nment. New business models for sustainable
tourism are needed both to ensure the protectioacofystems, including marine areas and coastal
areas, and to enable economic development.
